Legends inductee, and has attended and participated in several of the Legends events
in the past. The list of inductees for 2009 includes: Mr. Rob Keck, Ms. Emily
Shaffer, Mr. Jim Crumley, Mr. Eddie Salter, Mr. Terry Redlin, Mr. Toxey Haas, and
Mr. Herb Parsons, posthumously. In addition, The National Wild Turkey Federation
will be honored with a presentation of a special award in this year's banquet.

One of this year's guest speakers will again be Dana Bowman, one of the greatest
motivational speakers in America. Bowman is a double amputee who has parachuted
thousands of times from an airplane since losing both legs in a tragic parachuting
demonstration where his jumping partner was killed. He is the only double amputee
who has re-enlisted in the Army after losing both legs.

Mason emphasizes the fact that the “Legends of the Outdoors National Hall of Fame”
Induction Banquet is open to the public, giving individuals the opportunity to meet many
present and former inductees of the “Legends of the Outdoors National Hall of Fame,” a
host of outdoor and country music celebrities during the Meet and Greet portion of the
event as well as witnessing some of these outdoor icons being honored by their peers.

The “Legends of the Outdoors” National Hall of Fame has been established to recognize
those outdoor sportsmen and sportswomen who, through countless hours of hard work and
devotion to the outdoors, in both hunting and fishing, have played an integral part in setting the
standards and guidelines for the rest of the outdoor world to follow.

Selection process for the “Legends of the Outdoors” National Hall of Fame inductees:

Names of potential inductees are submitted to “The Legends of the Outdoors” by both outdoor
writers and previously inducted members. From here, a list of potential inductees is submitted to
a select group of outdoor writers and sportsmen. They are asked to chose up to 8 from the list
and return the ballot with those names to “The Legends Committee.” The committee then takes
the ballots and compiles a list for research, of the seven or eight names that received the most
votes from this select group of outdoor writers. Each potential inductee is sent a letter stating
that they have been nominated to be a “Legends of the Outdoors” Hall of Fame Member.

If chosen, they will be invited to attend this year’s banquet to accept their award. If, for some
reason, they cannot attend, their name remains on the list each year until they can attend. Once a
potential inductee becomes chosen by “The Legend’s Committee,” he or she will become a
future inductee. His or her name cannot be removed from this list, and each year will be sent a
letter of nomination until they are able to attend and thus be inducted.
